Preamble -

Divisional Forests Officer, Chandrapur Forest Division, Chandrapur has submitted
a proposal for diversion of 4.99 Ha. of Zudpi Jungle Forest Land for Vocational Bamboo
Research & Training Center at Chichpalli in Chandrapur District to the State Forest
Department. Government of Maharashtra, vide its Government Resolution referred at
Sr.No.2 above has granted 'in-principle' approval to that proposal. After complying with
the conditions laid down in the order of 'in-principle’ approval, it was under consideration
of the Government to grant ‘formal approval' to the above diversion.
Resolution -
1. In exercise of powers delegated to the State Governments, vide Government of
India’s order no. F.N0.11-9/98/FC, dated 13/05/2011, 16/06/2011 and dated 17/05/2013
Government of Maharashtra has granted 'in-principle' approval for diversion of 4.99 Ha.
of Zudpi Jungle Forest Land for Vocational Bamboo Research & Training Center at
Chichpalli in Chandrapur District, vide its Government Resolution referred at Sr.No.2
above to the proposal submitted by Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (HoFF),
Maharashtra State, Nagpur, vide his letter at reference Sr.No-1.
2. Additional Principal Chief Conservator of Forests & Nodal Officer, Maharashtra
State, Nagpur, vide his letter referred at Sr.No.3 has submitted the compliance report of
the conditions mentioned in 'in-principle’ approval resolution. After careful consideration
of the compliance report and in exercise of powers delegated to the State Governments,
vide Government of India’s orders mentioned hereinabove, This Government is pleased
to grant 'formal approval’ to the diversion of 4.99 Ha. of Zudpi Jungle Forest Land for
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Vocational Bamboo Research & Training Center at Chichpalli in Chandrapur District as
per the proposal submitted by Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (HOFF),
Maharashtra State, Nagpur's letter No. Desk-17/NC/I/ID-12383/466/15-16, Dated
12/06/2015. The details are as given below:-

3. This sanction is issued subject to the following conditions-

1.

The Legal status of the Forest Land so diverted will remain unchanged and
the area will remain in charge of the Forest Department.

The proposed diversion of forest land for the project will be confined to 4.99
Ha. only.

The Forest land shall not be used for any other purpose other than specified in
the project.

It will be the responsibility of the User Agency to ensure that the laborers/staff
engaged in other activity do not damage surrounding forest flora and fauna.
The User Agency will defray the cost of felling/removal of required trees.
However minimum number of trees will be felled, and the number of trees to
be felled should not be more than 50 trees per hectare.

This sanction is granted subject to the compliance of the conditions mentioned
in Government of India’s letters mentioned in Para-1 and conditions
mentioned in the order of in-principle approval by the User Agency and it is
mandatory for the User Agency to comply all these conditions.

Any other condition which Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Head of
Forest Force), Maharashtra State, Nagpur may impose.

The actual diversion of forest land shall be effected by the Chief Conservator
of Forests (T), Chandrapur after compliance of all the conditions by the User
Agency.

The User Agency shall comply with all the conditions stipulated in the 'in-
principle’ and ‘formal approval' letters of Government Resolutions of
Government of Maharashtra. The Chief Conservator of Forests (Territorial),
Chandrapur shall ensure the strict compliance of the conditions by the User
Agency and he will furnish the report in this regard to Additional Principal
Chief Conservator of Forests and Nodal Officer, Maharashtra State, Nagpur
from time to time.

10.Non-compliance of any of the conditions mentioned in this order and Rules

and Guidelines made / issued under Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980, shall
amount to violation of Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980 and action would be
taken accordingly. In case of non-compliance of any of the above conditions,
the concerned Chief Conservator of Forests / Deputy Conservator of Forests
shall report through the State Government to Additional Principal Chief
Conservator of Forests (Central), Ministry of Environment, Forests & Climate
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Change, Government of India, Regional Office (WCZ), Ground Floor, East
Wing, New Secretariat Building, Civil lines, Nagpur as per procedure laid
down in the clause 1.9 of guidelines on 25/10/1992 under the Forest
(Conservation) Act, 1980.

4. Heads of Local Bodies, Panchayats and Municipal Bodies in addition to
the relevant offices of the Government are hereby directed to display the same on
their notice board for 30 days from the date of receipt for the information of general
public.
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
