In exercise of powers delegated to the State Governments vide Government of
India’s order no. F.No. 11-9/98/FC, dated 13/05/2011 and 17/5/2013, Government of
Maharashtra is pleased to grant in principle approval to the diversion of forest land under
section 2 of the Forest (Conservation) Act, 1980, for Vocational Bamboo Research &
Training Center at Chichpalli in Chandrapur District as per the proposal submitted by
Additional Principal Chief Conservator of Forests & Nodal Officer, Maharashtra State vide
its letter no. Desk -17/NC/1/1.D.-12383/466/15-16 dated 12/06/2015. The details are as

given below:-

2. This in-principle sanction is issued subject to the following conditions-

1) The legal status of the land required will remain unchanged.

2) The Project Authority will defray the cost of Net Present Value of 4.99 Ha. of Forest
Land as per the latest guideline of Government of India.

3) The Forest land shall not be used for any other purpose other than specified in the
project.

4) The proposed diversion of forest land for the project will be confined to 4.99 Ha.
only.

5) Asthe project area is within 8.75 KM of the boundary of the Protected Area (Tadoba
Andhari Tiger Reserve Boundary), the user agency will have to seek the permission
of Hon'ble National Green Tribunal with respect to order dated 13/01/2014 in
application No.135 (THC)/2013 [Shobhatai Phadanvis VS State of Maharashtra]
before grant of work permission or diversion by the State Government.

6) It will be the responsibility of the User Agency to ensure that the laborers/staff
engaged in other activity do not damage surrounding forest flora and fauna.

7) The User Agency will defray the cost of felling/removal of required trees. However
minimum number of trees will be felled, and the number of trees to be felled should
not be more than 50 trees per hector.

8) The User Agency will submit certificate under Schedule Tribes and Other
Traditional Forest Dweller's (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006 duly approved
by District Collector before final approval.

9) This in-principle approval is also subject to the terms and conditions mentioned in
all the letters referred to in Para No-1 of this order and complying the same is
binding on User Agency.

10) Any other condition which Principal Chief Conservator of Forests (Head of Forest
Force), Maharashtra State, Nagpur may impose.

11)The Final approval shall be granted by the State Government after fulfillment of the
above conditions by the User Agency. The actual diversion of forest land shall be
effected thereafter by the CCF(T), Chandrapur.
